If your children be-come
restless, the service is broadcast in the Gathering Hall so you may still watch and participate
together. The nursery is available for newborns to age 3 and is staffed by Grace Kids Care staff
members.

Communion — We welcome all people to the Lord’s table to receive Holy Communion. Chil-
dren ages 3 and above are welcome at the parents’ discretion, after meeting for instruction with
the pastor. Children not instructed are invited to come forward for a blessing. If you are not
able to come forward to take communion, please notify an usher before the service. Then try to
sit by the aisle and the pastor will commune you in your pew.
