Paul explained to

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nothing?—if it really was for nothing. 5Well then, does God sup-
ply you with the Spirit and work miracles among you by your do-
ing the works of the law, or by your believing what you heard? 
 6Just as Abraham “believed God, and it was reckoned to him 
as righteousness,” 7so, you see, those who believe are the de-
scendants of Abraham. 8And the scripture, foreseeing that God 
would justify the Gentiles by faith, declared the gospel before-
hand to Abraham, saying, “All the Gentiles shall be blessed in 
you.” 9For this reason, those who believe are blessed with Abra-
ham who believed. 23Now before faith came, we were impris-
oned and guarded under the law until faith would be revealed.
