Sanctus is a Latin
word meaning
“Holy.” The Sanctus
contains words from
Isaiah’s vision of
God (Isaiah 6:3) and
the crowd’s re-
sponse on Palm
Sunday when Jesus
entered the city of
Jerusalem. We join
