For his
preaching of God'’s
word, he becomes
the first martyr of
the faith.



Gospel: The Gospel
Lesson is a selec-
tion from the ac-
counts of the life of
our Lord recorded
by the four evange-
lists, St. Matthew, St.
Mark, St. Luke, and
St. John. Because
Christ is with us in
the Gospel reading,
we stand to honor
his presence. We
also sing short vers-
es before and after
the reading of the
Gospel.
